Ensure all young people are aware of youth charter and staff challenge any inappropriate behaviour early to avoid escalation

Ensure Young People are aware of youth charter and encourage them to challenge any language and behaviour that does not adhere to this. Ensure staff are approachable and listen to all cases of discrimination reported to them without judgement. Any young person in deliberated breach of expected behaviours will be asked to leave session with a full explanation as to why they have been asked to leave. 

Ensure young people are clear about the rules regarding use of illicit substances – not acceptable prior to or at any session and anyone who appears to be in breach of these rules will be denied access to the session. Anyone directly outside the building who appears to be under the influence of illicit substances will also be asked to move away from the area
Appropriate number and type of fire extinguishers (2 x foam and 1 x CO2) in building, annually serviced. Fire Action notices in all rooms. Regular fire drills carried out and young people are aware of what to do in an event of a fire.

	All portable appliances annually tested. Fixed wiring on building tested every 5 years. 

Ensure items requiring regular access are not stored at height. If something is out of reach ask a taller person to get it. Ensure staff and young people know it is not acceptable to stand on a chair and reach items.

Ensure there is sufficient space around the table tennis table for young people to play ‘around the table’ as well as ‘singles’ games. Ensure young people are aware of the sharp corners of the table and that they use the equipment appropriately. Staff to monitor numbers playing if it becomes to crowded and challenge any inappropriate behaviour

Ensure young people remove table covers in pairs. Remind Young people of expected behaviour and abide by this – inappropriate behaviour to be challenged by peers and staff. Young People playing pool are reminded to be aware of others around them
Ensure young people are playing the game in line with expected behaviours and staff or peers challenge any inappropriate actions

Ensure young people are playing the game in line with expected behaviours and staff or peers challenge any inappropriate actions
Display information on safe internet use and where to get support / advice re cyber bullying or related issues. Ensure young people are made aware of the implications of sending inappropriate images and the misuse of social media 

Ensure area is supervised during sessions if woodwork, painting or similar activity is taking place. Put away tools and paints and tidy area at the end of each session.
Ensure heater is not turned on unless all wood nearby has been removed

	These have got specific risk assessments and must be used by under direct supervision of staff and in line with HSE guidance. Ensure these items are not left plugged in to mains and portable items are locked away.
Open windows when working indoors but work outdoors in fresh air if possible. Use dust masks ensure only those involved in the activity are in the area
Ensure these items are moved to a safe place during sessions and make sure all people using the room are aware of them and any risk they pose 
Display sign advising people that water from kitchen tap is hot.
Ensure young people are aware if the oven has been used and is hot. There is a separate risk assessment for cooking sessions with young people.

Sharp knives stored in office filing cabinet and taken out as needed for use in  food preparation / cooking sessions. There is a separate risk assessment for cooking sessions.  
Ensure all young people are aware of basic food hygiene and clear out fridge regularly. Notices about handwashing and ensure tea towels, dishwashing cloths are replaced or washed on a weekly basis.

Display notices informing people that wall heaters are hot

Toilets checked following all sessions and cleaned with bleach on a weekly basis

Cupboard kept locked during open youth work sessions. Only staff and adult volunteers using rubber gloves to use bleach. All products used as directed by instructions
